Prizes for the 2019 ISPS HANDA Australian Open Blind Golf Championship will be 
awarded in accordance with IBGA guidelines and in the case of any play offs or ties, 
IBGA policy and procedures will be implemented. 
 
The Western Australian Blind Golf Association will also be conducting their Western 
Australian Blind Golf Open (36 hole stableford) prior to the Australian Open on Monday 
the 9th and Tuesday the 10th of September 2019 also at Collier Park Golf Club.
